You will meet twice a week with your exchange partner
and take turns hosting meetings and discussing a variety
of topics that are provided to you as well as others of your
choosing.

Eligibility
Students in Grades 9-12 who are studying German

(including German bilingual programs) are eligible to
apply based on the following criteria:

e students must have completed German 10, or are a
Grade 9 student in a German bilingual program
before participating in the exchange

e students must be recommended by their German
language teachers based on language proficiency
and academic standing, as well as personal qualities
such as maturity and openness to other cultures.

e structured meetings with an exchange partner that
allows you to develop and showcase your language
skills in German

o flexibility in scheduling virtual-meetings that allows
you to continue your athletic or academic extra-

preparation and hosting of online meetings
